Situational Problem N10 to the topic “Clinical Syndromes of Respiratory sys-tem diseases”
Patient G., 24 years old, complains of aching pain in the right half of the chest, dyspnea with moderate physical exertion, dry cough.
His health worsened around 2 weeks.
General condition is satisfactory. Pallor of the skin. The right half of the chest is reduced, the intercostal spaces are smoothed. Respiratory rate 18 in 1 minute. On palpation - rigid chest. Vocal fremitus is absent on the anterior surface of the right part of chest. Percussion - is a pulmonary sound on the left, and dull sound - on the right at the level of IV-VI intercostal spaces on anterior surface of chest.  Auscultation - vesicular breathing enhanced on the left, and breathing sounds and bronchophony are absent on the right at the level of IV-VI intercostal space on anterior surface of chest.
Heart sounds are rhythmic, loud, emphasis II tone on the pulmonary artery. Pulse 88 in 1 minute. BP - 110/80 mm Hg. Art. 
ECG: sinus rhythm 88 in 1 minute, P wave - 0.4 mV, pointed (P-pulmonalae), RIII> RII> RI.
Chest X-ray: displacement of the mediastinum to the left, absence of a pulmonary pattern in the right pulmonary field, a 10x6cm shaded formation with a clear convex border at the root on the right, and a regular pulmonary pattern on the left.
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
