
Situational Problem N5 to the topic “Clinical Syndromes of Respiratory sys-tem diseases”
Patient К., male, 74 years old, has entered a hospital with complaints on dyspnea intensified at a physical activity, a periodical pain in a right half of chest in the time of coughing, loss of a body mass (6 kg for 2 months), a subfebrile fever, the general weakness.
He is ill during 3 months. He smokes since the childhood. The patient works in dusty conditions. The worsening of symptoms is marked last 2,5-3 months when the aforesaid signs have appeared. 
The general state is moderate. The patient is undernourished. He has a pale-cyanotic skin and a dyspnea in rest. The right half of chest is enlarged in volume, lags in the act of respiration. There is a dulled percussion sound with the slanting upper border rised to an axillary space at the right half of chest. The voice tremor and bronchophony are weakened lower than upper border of a dulled percussion sound. There is an expressed weakening of a respiration at auscultation in a region of a dulled sound, above it near the vertebrae column it is a field of bronchial respiration.
Common blood analysis: leucocytes – 10.8×109/L, stab neutrophiles - 12 %, segmentonuclear neutrophiles - 71 %, lymphocytes - 13 %, monocytes - 4 %, ESR - 54 mm/h.
Results of X-ray inspection: a homogeneous density at the right half of thorax with shift of a mediastinum to the left.

Spirography: VC= 55% from proper, FEVC=81% from proper, FEV1/FEVC=0.76

Pleural fluid examination: specific gravity -1.030, protein – 5.1 %, Rivalt’s assay – (++).
