
Situational Problem N6 to the topic “Clinical Syndromes of Respiratory sys-tem diseases”
Patient J., male, 27 years old, has arrived in clinic in connection with an aggravation of symptoms, an acceleration of attacks of an expiratory dyspnea, cough with a viscid sputum, and expressed dyspnea in a rest. He is ill about 15 years. He had allergy on flower pollens and penicillin group antibiotics, urticaria. The out-patient treatment (inhalation of Salbutamolum) has not produced of effect.
The general state is moderate. The diffuse cyanosis of skin. The swelling of veins of necks and the top extremities is observed. The puffiness and hydropsy of face, hyperemia of scleras are revealed. The expressed expiratory dyspnea is observed in the rest. The patient is compelled to accept a position with a stress on the upper extremities, the participation in the act of respiration of muscles of a thoracic cell is apparent. At intensifying of a dyspnea the whistling respiration is audible on the distance (the distant rhonchi). The respiration rate is 28 in one minute. 
The rigidity of a chest is revealed with a palpation. There is a box sound above both lungs with a percussion. The inferior borders of lungs are lowered on one rib, active mobility of the inferior edges of lungs is 2 see on midaxillary lines. The voice tremor and a bronchophony are weakened. Diffuse whistling rhonchi and the weakened vesicular respiration with a prolate expiration are auscultated in both lungs. The right border of relative dullness of heart is placed on 2 sm from the edge of a breast bone. The cardiac sounds are dulled, the accent of II sound above a pulmonary arteria, a tachycardia. Heart rate is 108 in one minute. The BP is 130/85 mm Hg on both hands.
Spirography: VC= 85% from proper, FEVC=61% from proper, FEV1/FEVC=0.66

Analysis of a sputum: viscid, white, leucocytes (neutrophils) – 3- 5 in area of sight; eosinophils – 10-15 in in area of sight, Curschmann spirals – 2-4 in area of sight, Charcot-Leiden crystals – 2-3 in area of sight/
