Situational Problem N8 to the topic “Clinical Syndromes of Respiratory sys-tem diseases”
Patient S., 47 years old, complaints of a cough with a large amount of yellow-green sputum, fever, dyspnea. Deterioration of health was for about 3 months. On the day of the visit to the therapist, radiological changes in the lungs were revealed, sent to a hospital.
The condition of the patient is moderate. Consciousness is clear. There is Pallor pale skin with a small diffuse cyanosis. Body temperature - 37.4ºС. Respiratory rate up to 22 in 1 minute. Vocal fremitus is increased, percussion tympanic sound and pathologic vesicular respiration is heard on the right on the anteriror surface of chest at the level of I-III intercostal. Bronchophony is also strengthened there.
BP is 120/70 mm RT. Pulse 88 in 1 minute, weak filling, rhythmic. The borders of the heart are extended in both directions by 2 cm, the tones are deaf. The liver is increased by 3-2 cm, its edge is dense.
Blood test: hemoglobin 126 g / l, red blood cells 3.2 × 1012 / l, white blood cells 11.0 × 109 / l, stab 4%, segmented  neutrophils - 54%, lymphocytes - 42%, ESR 37 mm / hour.
X-ray of the chest: in the projection of the upper lobe on the right against the background of infiltration, a section of enlightenment, with a horizontal level of fluid in it, up to 4-6 cm in size.
Analysis of a sputum: viscid, yellow-green, leucocytes – 35- 40 in area of sight; elastic fibres – 3-5 in area of sight.
What syndromes present in this clinical situation?
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
