Motivational characteristics of the need to study the topic: 
Preeclampsia is a dangerous complication of pregnancy that can lead to disability and death of the woman and fetus. Studying this topic makes it possible to identify pregnant women who are at high risk of developing gestosis and take preventive measures, as well as identify signs of preeclampsia in time and start treatment in a timely manner.
Educational aims and objectives: 
Learning objectives:

To learn the management of women with hypertensive conditions during pregnancy, childbirth and the postpartum period. Consider the issues of providing emergency medical care for preeclampsia/eclampsia, preventing preeclampsia in the antenatal clinic.

Developing objectives:

To contribute to the development of students' skill to generalise the acquired knowledge, conduct analysis, synthesis, comparisons, make necessary conclusions;

to promote the development of technological (abstract, logical, creative) thinking;

Pregnant women and women in labor suffering from preeclampsia are selected in advance for curation. In the absence of pregnant women, women in labor with preeclampsia, relevant birth histories are selected from the archive, which are studied by students, and then sorted out together with the teacher.
